
AVI  SURROUND GUIDE 
 
This guid is dedicated to creating mpeg4 movies (DivX/Xvid) with Aud-X surround sound, as well as to 
converting any existing 5.1 sounds to Aud-X format, with the use of various FREE software tools. 
Aud-X is a surround format, which allows for very flexible platform cross compatibility. The Aud-X stream is: 

- CBR, thus is compatible with AVI container, 
- MP3 backwards compatible – any hardware or software decoder will recognize Aud-X as standard mp3, 

while the reproduced sound will be stereo or mono, depending on the Aud-X encoding option, 
- In case of DirectShow players, Aud-X decoder will decode the files as a high quality surround, 

resembling the original AC3 used for encoding, 
- For Aud-X HGHQ encoding option, the DolbyPrologicII compatibility is preserved, which is suitable 

for those who want to reproduce movies with their stand alone DVD players (DivX),

Procedure: 
Let’s assume we have just ripped a movie, we have it in the form of VOB file on HDD and we need to encode 
the sound track.  
 

1. We need to extract the proper sound track from VOB to obtain a separate ac3 file. This can be done 
with the use of any program capable of demuxing sound from VOB: 

a. In VirtualDubMod you go to “Streams”  menu choose “Stream List”  and click demux button on 
the right, 

b. You can use DGMPGDec. Set Audio to demux all tracks, next go to File and save the project. 
AC3 tracks will be in the target directory. 

 
 

c. You can use the great piece of soft called BeSweet and BeSweet GUI (please remember to 
keep BOTH programs in one directory! GUI will not work without besweet.exe). Open your 
VOB (Input file), Set target file name (Output), next go to Output drop-down menu, choose 5.1 
Wave and click the green button on the bottom left (VOB to WAVE). The transcoding process 
will start. We need 5.1 Wave file to feed Aud-X encoder. Below you can see BeSweet GUI 
properly set up for transcoding. 

 



 
 

d. If you have demuxed AC3 from VOB with VirtualDu Mod or DGMPGDec, you can use 
Belight  to transcode it to 5.1 Wave.

GO TO Wave/PCM tab, choose 16 bits 5.1 Wave and click “Start Process”  at the bottom right. 

 
 
e. After the process have finished, we are ready for Aud-X encoding. 
f. Go to Start �  Programs, find Aud – X Group and launch Aud-X.EXE 

 
 

g. click Encode File button in the Encode tab. This will bring window allowing you to choose 
previously prepared 5.1 Wave. 

 

 



 
h. After choosing the right compression ratio, press Encode File button. For more info on the 

bitrate description, go to the Help tab (Help button -  online help). 
i. The encoder will produce a file with mp3 extension. Do not worry, this is multichannel Aud-X 

file! It will be recognized by Aud-X based Direct Show decoder and you will be able to 
reproduce a high quality surround. If for any reason you do not have a DS Aud-X decoder 
installed (eg. In standalone DVD player) the track will be played in mono except for if you 
created 192 kbit/s HGHQ. This encoding option boasts Stereo Dolby ProLogic II compatibility  
when played on non-Aud-X devices (great for home movie theaters). 

 
This is the end of the procedure for VOB and AC3. 
 
 
In the same way you can transcode any other 5.1 surround format into Aud-X. Just use Belight to decompress 
whatever you like into 5.1 Wave,  and then load the output wave into Aud-X encoder. 
 
Can I  go back from Aud-X to AC3 or anything else? 
 
Ofcourse! 
Open Aud-X.exe, go to the Decode tab, open Aud-X file (mp3 extention) and decode it back to 5.1 Wave or 
transcode it directly to AC3 of chosen bitrate.
